Primarily, we seek
profitable, financially stable companies that consistently generate
free cash flow, sustain high returns on unleveraged operating
capital, trade at significant discounts to their intrinsic values, and
are run by shareholder-oriented management. Positions are usually
within the market capitalization range of the major, international
indices. Accounts in this product composite are fully discretionary
taxable and tax-exempt portfolios with a minimum of $500,000 in
assets. Prior to 7/1/2024 the minimum portfolio size was $100,000.
The product is measured against the MSCI EAFE Index (Net) and
has a creation and inception date of September 30, 2023.
